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Member Spotlight: The book on Brad Rubini

When Brad Rubini was reading a bedtime story to his seven-year-old daughter, Claire, she
asked him why he was reading the words wrong.

a voracious reader and storyteller. She was always telling stories, even when she was a
toddl er, 0 he says.

Three years later, while Claire was away at summer camp, she died unexpectedly as a result
of a heart ailment. Rubini and his wife, Julie, channeled their grief and honored their
daughterdés |l ove of reading by creating CIl s
festivals. Since 2001 the event has grown into a weeklong celebration that includes visits by
about 15 authors and illustrators to 32 area schools. The week concludes with a book festival
on the third Saturday in May, near QGteawih &
